These 

achievements will allow rail cargo 

to become more competitive, to 

increase its market share and to 

double the freight volume on the 

 On 16 June 2007 about 160 km of 

dedicated rail freight line will start 

moving freights between the port of 

Rotterdam and Germany at a speed of 

120 km/h. Through this new railroad, 

an average of 160 trains per day is 

expected to cross the Dutch-German 

border, carrying around 37 million tons 

of freight a year. "Today's celebrations 

mark a major milestone in the comple-

tion of the trans-European transport 

network.
